Westmorland is small rural county, surrounded bynGerland, the North and West Ridings of
Yorkshire, and Lancashire. For centuries the tyowas divided into two ‘baronies’. This
division resulted in the Quarter Sessions beind akérnately in Appleby and Kendal, and in
fact the two centres operated almost independekfiyrther complication was that the county
jurisdiction in Kendal was sometimes confused whith authority of the Borough of Kendal.

In 1857 a county police force was establishedjtlmgerated in tandem with the police force in
Cumberland, which played the dominant part. It matsuntil 1903 that civilian inspectors of
weights and measures were appointed. No spectadistrs of scales or weights have been
recorded.

In 1974 Westmorland was merged with Cumberlandtla@dorthernmost part of Lancashire to
form the new county of Cumbria.

New standards were issued to him in 1877. Thomas Cotton (CC 1882-90 cuaiedeas
IWM in 1885 [B], and Luke Talbot (CC 1890-95) was listed in 1892 [AR].

The first qualified inspector was George Hardy (CC 1895-99, q1892/3 inf@)dhie was
followed by James Burrows (CC 1899-1900, q1896/7 in Cambridgeshire), Chares
(CC 1900-02, g1898/9 in Oxford) [MR 02:308], and Arthur Berry (CC 1902-08, q1§
in Rotherham). From 1908 until 1924 the chief constable was not a quéiifddand
W.J. Miles, the county inspector for Kendal, acted for this period fMR36]. In 1924
Patrick O’Neill who had qualified in Northumberland in 1903/4, was appointéef
